If anv student Fails to attend classes for one or two davs, he'she
must bring an Excuse Letter on the following day stating the
valid reason of his/her absence and submit the letter to the class
teacher with a signature of the guardian‘parent. But for a long
absence on account of illness or disease or any other valid
reason, he'she must submit an Excuse Letter with necessarv
documents to the class teacher, Students faling to meet the
atlendance requirement of 80% will not be considered for
promotion to the next class.




Attendance i practical classes is a must. If a student fails to
attend class on anv ground, he'she must bring parent / guardian
fo gain permission of attending ongoing classes. An amount of
Tk. 100 will be charged for each day if any student absents
hersell’ from class without valid reason. A considerable and
reasonable amount of money will be charged if a student causes
any damage to the matenals and property of the institution

Permission Requirement

The classes wishing to arrange and organize functions, seminars,
picnics and excursions must seek prnor permission from the Head
of the institution. They must submut an application signed by at
least three teachers and at least three students representing the
class to the Pnncipal at least on working dav before the program.
